History Electives: HIST 103 US History I, HIST 104 US History II or HIST 145 
African American History I and HIST 146 African American History II.

Students who plan to transfer to a four-year institution and major in Black 
Studies should take HIST145 and HIST146.

Students who plan to transfer to a four-year institution and major in other programs should 
take HIST103 and HIST 104.

Math Electives: MATH 152 Topics of Math I or higher

Other Electives: Students choosing a humanities, lab science, liberal arts, or modern 
language can select from the Course Elective Guide at massasoit.edu/electives.
